ROLES:

Each day, the group will assign a rotation of roles as discussion leader, recorder, researcher/s, a permanent role of schedule/traffic manager.

Rotating Roles (Group members take turns in the following roles):

· Discussion Leader: Leads the discussion, reads from the materials presented

· Recorder: Records in the daily log all information discussed during group sessions and tasks completed

· Researcher/s: Researches information required by the group 
(can be 2 people in a group of 5)

Permanent Role:

· Schedule/Traffic Manager: Keeps the group’s folder with hand outs, daily logs, and keeps schedule of when and where group sessions are to be held; keeps a list of tasks assigned to group members; holds group members accountable for their tasks

REFLECTION PAPERS:

Each night’s homework is a reflection paper from each of the group members, turned in to the folder. The reflection paper should answer the following questions:

· What was discussed in your group today?

· What tasks were accomplished?

· What tasks were assigned?

· What are your responsibilities for tonight?

· How is your group getting along?

· How are you as a group member?

· Do you have any questions, concerns, or issues that need to be addressed by me?

· Is there anything else you’d like me to know?
